�NOTES

Custody and use are normally the only practices that relate to sealed radioactive sources.  For sources housed within portable devices such as nuclear density/moisture gauges a licence covering transportation will be required.  In addition if the source is being purchased from a licensed distributor then a licence for transportation will not be required provided that the transportation of the source is covered under the licence of the licensed distributor in question.  In the case of sealed radioactive sources that are to be removed from the licence a licence for exportation may also be required.



This form may be used if the licence amendment application is in respect of a number of identical sources i.e. identical in terms of radionuclide, activity and purpose.



If space on this form is insufficient, please use separate sheets noting the number(s) of the question(s) to which the additional information applies.



4.	Acquisition of this source may require modification of your risk assessment and/or radiation safety procedures.  If this is the case your revised risk assessment and/or radiation safety procedures shall be forwarded to the Institute within 30 days of the date of the licence amendment.



5.	If the source is mounted in or is part of a piece of machinery/device/equipment the name given should be the name of the manufacturer of the apparatus.  A short description of the machinery/device/equipment should accompany this form.



A wipe (leak) test certificate must accompany this form.



If the serial number of the source(s) is (are) not known when completing this form the applicant shall forward this information to the Institute as soon as it becomes known.  A statement to this effect shall be written in the space provided.   



This is, generally, not applicable when the sealed source(s) is being acquired or exported through a licenced distributor in which case transportation will be covered under the licence of the licensed distributor in question.  However, you should take note of the transport condition given in your general licence.



9.	(i)	Purchasers of sealed radioactive sources from other Member States of the European Union are required to complete a standard declaration document pursuant to Council Regulation (Euratom) No. 1493/93.  This document must be stamped by the Institute before being sent by the applicant (licensee) to the supplier, allowing shipment of the source.  Return of radioactive sources to a supplier in another Member State likewise requires the authorisation of the competent authority in that State.	

The importation/exportation of sealed radioactive sources from/to a country outside of the European Union requires an import/export licence.  Such licences are issued by the Institute along with the general licence.

For advice on the safe transport of radioactive sources by road, please consult the Institute’s ‘Notes for Drivers and Others Involved in Road Transport of Radioactive Materials’.



Packaging must comply with the requirements of the International Atomic Energy Agency Transport Regulations, 1996 Safety Standards Series No ST-1.  This should be confirmed with the supplier of the source in question.



Documentary evidence that the supplier will accept return of the source(s) when no longer required, must accompany this form.



For those licensees who have appointed an RPA, such as hospitals, this form must be signed by the RPA.  Alternatively, following the approval of the RPA, the form may be signed by the Managing Director/Hospital Administrator/Chief Executive, or an equivalent member of senior management of the establishment making the amendment.  In all other cases this form must be signed by the Managing Director/Chief Executive, (or equivalent member of senior management) or the Radiological Protection Officer (RPO) of the establishment making the application.
